HF: Why did you choose to live and
work in Vietnam?

Guy Gonyea (G.G): In 2002, I
spent two months traveling
throughout Vietnam. Vietnam was
so different for me, so exotic and
unspoiled. I made several more
trips over the following two years
and sold a lot of my photographs
back in the US. During those years
I could see how Vietnam was
changing rapidly.  It was obvious
that business was booming and
there would be a real need for
commercial photography.

Fortuna (F): Vietnam is the
future.

HHFF:: How long have you been
working in Vietnam? 

G.G: I set up my first studio here
in November of 2004. It was quite
big but it was on the third floor,
which got rather inconvenient for
big shoots. Now my studio is in the
heart of D1 at Greenpost, a
production house for feature film
and television commercials. 

F: Three months.

Henri Hubert (H.H): I have
been working in Vietnam for five
and a half years. Here I work
mostly as a creative director,
choreographer for events, and art
director for shoots. During shoots, I
cooperate with the photographer
and afterwards I work with the
graphic designer. 

HF:: What is the most interesting for

H.H: I haven't had a best
memory yet. I hope it will come
soon.

HHFF:: What are the weak points in
Vietnam's fashion photos? 

G.G: Three things come to mind
right away. First, photographers
don't take the time to do a great job.
They don't think of what the shoot is
about or what the story is. They
know how to shoot technically, but
not creatively. Second, hair stylists
often go way too extreme in hair
styles. Finally, models need more
training. I want to see models that
can express the mood of what they
are wearing. 

F: Photos are too posed. A
photographer does not ask models
to smile, he makes them smile.
Many photos are overplayed and
not spontaneous. Retouching is
sometimes too strong.

H.H: The photographers here,
they have talent. Technically, they
are good. They just need to
develop their creativity. They
aren't far from the others. The
quality of the printing is also very
important.  

HHFF:: What's your advice for
Vietnamese fashion photographers? 

G.G: Learn how to really use
light. Take your time. Think about
the feeling of the shoot. Many
Vietnamese photographers treat
models pretty coldly. They talk
down to them or make them feel
insecure. Some of this I think is
built into the culture, but there
should be a romance between the
model and the camera. I'm not
afraid to be hard on them if it's
necessary, but I really do my best
to make them feel fantastic. 

F: Be yourself, follow your own
way, and forget about {good
advice} from foreign
photographers. They also have
something to learn from you.

H.H: What can I say? I think they
are in a good place now, they just
to continue to work hard. We are
all in the same boat. 

HF: Who is the designer or model
that you consider the best? 

G.G: I don't really have a favorite
model. There are some I like for
their attitudes, some I like for their
look and some I like for the way
they move. The first model I ever
photographed in Vietnam was Bao
Hoa. She was really great to work
with and has been really good to
me all the time I have been here. 

F: Marguerite Truong is very
sensitive, authentic, and has such
a nice heart. For me, the best
models are the ones who received
a great education from their
family. Human beauty is plastic
beauty and plastic beauty is inner
beauty. I love the designer Cutlet
and Mai Lam (Lam Thi Kim Mai).

H.H: I think everyone has his
own style. Personally I like classic
and elegant styles, so I will go
more for the designers who have
this format. 

HF:: What is your plan in the future
in Vietnam?

G.G: What I really want to push
the limits of creativity in
commercial and fashion
photography. I want to go for
subtlety rather than hitting the
viewer over the head with a
message. I want to make images
that make people say {Wow,
that's cool!}  

F: I will be advertising with
http://proimage.com.vn/ and
shooting fashion with as many
magazines as possible.

H.H: Ha ha! For the moment, I
don't know. My plans can
change quickly. We will see, but
for sure I will try to create
something new.

G.G: I love seeing designers use
beautiful traditional Vietnamese
fabric in contemporary designs.  It's
really interesting to watch the
growth of fashion in Vietnam. Here
in Vietnam everyone is searching
to find a new style or an identity. 

F: I like the material (silks and
print fabrics), the amazing strong
colors, and the mix of colors
together. It's not the same in
Europe. I love the way the
Vietnamese mix colors together in
unusual, but really appealing ways.

H.H: With the development of
the country in one side and
tradition the other side, we can
create a specific style and
something unique, as our job is to
find a good balance. For me, that
balance is very important and
interesting.

HF:: What is your best memory of
working in Vietnam?

G.G: It's been an interesting
experience coming to Vietnam to
shoot. Sometimes it has been very
exciting and sometimes very
frustrating, but that's the nature of
working in an emerging industry in
an emerging market.

F: When the fashion editor of Thoi
Trang Tre called me to tell they
wanted to use one of my pictures
on the cover!
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
